Economics Course Standards and Objectives

Unit 1: An Intro to Economics

1. Define scarcity and explain its implications in decision making.

2. Analyze decision-making and its relationship to opportunity costs and trade-offs.

3. Describe the concept of productivity and apply it to productive resources.

4. Identify the characteristics of the traditional, market, command, and mixed economic systems.

5. Explain the basic functions of government in a mixed economic system. 

6. Identify the incentives that determine what is produced and distributed in a competitive market.

Unit 2:  Practical Economics: How Theory Works for You

1. Make reasoned decisions based on economic principles and concepts.

2. Identify and evaluate sources and examples of consumers’ rights and responsibilities.

3. Examine and apply the elements of responsible fiscal management such as budgets, interest, investment, credit, and debt.

4. Explain the functions of banks and related institutions. 

5. Analyze the basic components of consumer economics, including consumer protection, use of credit, checking and savings, budgeting, ownership, and leasing.

Unit 3: Microeconomics: Markets, Prices, and Business Competition

1. Identify ways in which the interaction of buyers and sellers influence prices.

2. Interpret and prepare microeconomic information graphically.

3. Explain the causes and changes in supply and demand.

4. Describe the concepts of elasticity and inelasticity as it relates to price, demand, and substitute goods.

Unit 4: Macro Economics: The Nation’s Economy

1. Explain the measurement and uses of Gross Domestic Product and understand the effects of inflation.

2. Describe the components of aggregate supply and demand and their relationship to prices, employment, and the business cycle.

3. Explain the role of the Federal Reserve System in relation to commercial banks, monetary reserves, money supply, and interest rates.

4. Contrast tight and loose monetary policies and analyze their probable impacts on the economy.

5. Identify the major monetary policy tools of reserve requirement, discount rate, and open-market operations used by the Federal Reserve Board and describe their intended impact.

Unit 5: The World Economy

1. Analyze the major economic roles that the government plays in fiscal policy including the providing of goods and services, employment, regulation, and taxation.

2. Explain the causes of federal deficits, deficit financing, and the resulting impact on national debt.

3. Analyze reasons for global international trade, including specialization (absolute and comparative advantages) and global interdependence. 

4. Analyze government policies (tariffs, quotas, trade agreements) and examine how these policies affect the nation as a whole.
